COMPANION DOG PURCHASE AGREEMENT


This AGREEMENT is in regards to a DALMATIAN puppy.

This is an agreement between the breeder/seller Alexandru Dodea – SPOTS ON THE KENNEL
and buyer.................................................................................................……

Buyer agrees to furnish breeder/seller with any change of address or telephone number should it change from that stated above.
The breeder/seller assumes no responsibility for the said dog after leaving the premises, medical expenses, or for any other reason, other than stated. The buyer agrees to never sell or give said dog to any pet shop, pet farm or similar institution. The puppy must never under any circumstances be surrendered to any animal shelter or humane society at any time in it's life.  If at any time or for any reason, it becomes necessary to sell or otherwise place this puppy, the buyer shall notify the breeder/seller before taking such action so that the breeder/seller may have first option to re-purchase the puppy at 50% of the original purchase price. Upon notification, the breeder/seller shall have 14 working days to exercise said re-purchase option. Exercise shall be notice in writing sent to the breeder/seller. 
Purchaser will have 72 hours or three business days to have the puppy examined by a vet of the purchaser's choice, at the purchaser's expense. If the puppy is found to be unhealthy with a life threatening hereditary defect by the purchaser's vet the breeder will replace the puppy with another puppy of equal value when available with the following conditions:  It is at the purchaser's expense and their responsibility for costs associated to return the puppy to the breeder's residence. All paperwork supplied for puppy to purchase from Spots on the top kennel  MUST ACCOMPANY THE RETURNED PUPPY.  All paperwork from purchaser's vet as to the pup's supposed life threatening condition must be supplied to the breeder within twenty four hours of examination so breeder's vet can view purchaser's vet's findings and supposed life threatening condition.  Breeder has the right to have the pup re-examined by the breeder's vet before replacement pup is agreed upon by the breeder.  If (and only if) the breeder's vet agrees with the purchaser's vet report then and only with this vet agreement the pup will be replaced as soon as a pup of equal value is available. If breeder does not receive a report within the 72 hours or three business days after purchase of puppy breeder will assume puppy is in good health and purchaser will be responsible for future well being of puppy.  In order for this puppy health guarantee to remain in effect purchaser must have their vet supply the puppy with all the necessary future vaccinations and at the proper times as suggested by purchaser's vet.  Also the puppy must receive all necessary internal and external parasite treatments when suggested by purchaser's vet and any other needed and recommended treatments requested by the purchaser's vet.  

The puppy should remain on Royal Canin or Purina Pro Plan  puppy food which is purchased at any grocery store until the purchaser's vet recommends changing to Other adult formula.  It is a very good food for puppies and dogs and the breeder feels the puppy should stay on this. We also recommend Eukanuba and Royal Canin.  IF ALL AND EVERY ONE OF THE ABOVE CONDITIONS are not done puppy health guarantee will become void and null.  

The seller warrants that the described puppy is in good health and free of communicable diseases at the time the buyer assumes ownership. This puppy is guaranteed against any genetic defect twelve months from the date of purchase. Should any genetic defect be pronounced by two qualified vets in writing to the breeder/seller, this puppy will be replaced at any time buyer so desires, and a replacement puppy is available from the breeder/seller's next litter. The original puppy does not have to be returned to the breeder/seller unless buyer so desires. 

Should the purchaser decide to have any NON LIFE THREATENING defect of any kind repaired on the puppy at any time in the puppy's life all costs for the puppy's surgery etc will be the full financial responsibility of the purchaser.  Breeder will not be responsible for any of these expenses.

If the puppy dies as a result of abuse or negligence on the part of the purchaser this guarantee WILL NOT apply and the breeder WILL NOT replace the puppy.  If the death is from abuse on the part of the purchaser the breeder shall report the purchaser and their actions to the proper authorities.
Buyer agrees that this puppy will be a house dog, will not be chained outside, will not live outside, will be maintained in a fenced yard, will not be allowed to run loose, that all vaccinations and heart worm medication will be administered on the proper schedule as determined by your veterinarian, and that this puppy will be maintained in healthy, sanitary and comfortable conditions. Further the puppy will be fed a premium brand of dog food to ensure proper nutrition.
The breeder assumes the purchaser is aware of future costs for upkeep, food, vet cost, training, and that the purchaser is willing and financially able to supply theses and also to supply the love, time, patience, training etc that the puppy will require for it's life.  

The puppy will not be replaced because of urinating or defecating in the house, the breeder feels it is up to the purchaser to properly housetrain the puppy once it has been purchased. A puppy is never 100% housetrained at eight weeks of age. Also the puppy will not be replaced if the puppy cries when confined as the breeder feels the puppy should learn to be crated or confined for it's own well being and safety while the purchaser is away or otherwise occupied and unable to supervise the puppy. Purchaser need to realize that puppy's will cry when they leave their first home, mother, and litter mates to go to their new home. Also they may cry when left alone or in the middle of the night.  With love, time and much patience the purchaser will have a wonderful puppy that grows into a wonderful companion in the future but it is entirely up to the purchaser to see that all these needs are fulfilled in full every day of the puppy's life.

Upon signing this agreement, both parties agree that they have read and fully understand this agreement.
